PROJECT UPDATE: EUROPEAN SUPPORT FOR SOUTH EAST ENGLAND’S INFRASTRUCTURE (HST AND IMPACTE)
Recommendation

The Board is invited to NOTE the Agency's involvement in infrastructure delivery using European Funding. 
Background

1. SEEDA is the lead partner of three European infrastructure investment projects with a total value of €60 million, covering not only transport investments in the SEEDA region, but also London, the South West, and the Midlands, as well as Belgium, France, Germany and The Netherlands.
2. The three projects, HST4i, HSTconnect and IMPACTE, lever approximately £10 million of European Regional Development Funding into the Greater South East, co-funding projects in strategic economic corridors identified in the Regional Economic Strategy.
3. A short presentation will be given at the Board meeting providing the European, National and RES policy context, introducing the geography of investments in the South East and discussing the delivery mechanisms. The Deputy Mayor of Aachen, Mrs. Hilde Scheidt (Green Party), who accepted a HST Best Practice Certificate for the City of Aachen in June 2006, will participate in the presentation to offer an insight into our cross-regional and cross-cultural working abilities.
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
