
LEADER Postcode Lookup Tool
Introduction
The LEADER Postcode Lookup Tool has been developed to allow users to enter a postcode and return the corresponding LEADER area.

User guide
Open “Postcode_LU.xls”. When the dialog below appears click “Enable Macros”.
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Enter the postcode in the box, press Enter and click on “Return LEADER area”. If the postcode corresponds to a LEADER area, the name will be placed in the LEADER group box.
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If the postcode does not relate to a LEADER area then the following message will appear.
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Troubleshooting
The formatting of the postcode may affect the results:

· partial postcodes (e.g. GU, GU1, GU1 1 or GU1 1Y) will not return a LEADER area. Postcodes entered must be full postcodes.

· postcodes must be entered in the correct format, i.e. PO11 0SU. The postcode must include a space.
· check that letters and numbers are entered correctly, particularly important when zeros and the letter O is included.
